Urgent: Stop UK Government Funding China’s Genocidal Regime

coercion.  The petition calls for the Prime Minister to end the Government’s unacceptable funding of China’s totali-

tarian state. The Chinese state imposes forced abortion, sterilisation and infanticide on its own population, notably the 

Uyghur minority. According to the Chief Commissioner of the Independent Commission for Aid Impact, the UK 

Government sent over £60 million to China in 2020-21. Please sign the petition to help defend unborn babies, and 

their mothers, by highlighting this terrible human rights abuse.
